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Its near that time again and the temperature
will be dropping. We would like to remind every-
one how important it is to keep your thermostat
at a minimum of 55 degrees.

Remember that you must maintain your heat at
a minimum of 55 degrees in order to protect
yourself against water pipe freeze-ups. Wrap
your water pipes in your heater room.

If you are going to be away during the winter months please inform a trusted neighbor and
leave a phone number where you can be reached by the Office in the event of an emergency.
Always use caution and be very careful when walking or driving in ice or snow.

However, keep in mind that in no event can we predict the severity or time of any future
storm. We will make every effort to have the snow and ice removed expeditiously. Also, don’t
forget to check your hot water heater, washer hoses and plumbing to make sure they are in
good condition. Severe damage can occur to the common elements or your neighbors unit due
to a water leak. Remember, you are responsible for damage caused by your systems. Be safe,
not sorry. Check all your appliances and plumbing fixtures today!

Decorating

While decorating helps add to the beauty of the helidays, it
also brings an increased risk of fire hazards in the home.
The following decorating tips will help you celebrate safely
during the holiday season.
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¢ Carefully inspect new and previously used light strings
before usmg them. Throw away any that appear
damaged.

*  When hanging your lights, string lights together using
built-in connectors. Do not join more than 200 midget

lights or 50 larger lamps through one string or cord.
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* Do not connect more than three sets of lights to one
extension cord.

¢  Remember to unplug all decorations and lights, both
inside and outside your home, before leaving or going

to bed.

¢ If you blow a fuse, unplug the lights from the outlet
and immediately replace the blown fuse. If the
replacement fiise blows again, a short circuit may be
present. Throw the faulty light string or decoration
away, or if it is new, return it for a refund.

Candle Safety

¢  Place candles in stable holders and in a spot where they
cannot be easily disturbed.

¢ Never use lit candles to decorate your Christmas tree.
® Never leave a burning candle unattended, and always
extinguish candles before leaving the room or going to

bed.

¢ Awoid placing candles near flammable objects.

*  Keep burning candles out ofthe reach of children.
